Business Meeting Minutes

November 5, 1999

I. The meeting was called to order by Kent Drummond.

II. Bill Eadie, NCA national office, made several announcements (e.g., NCA offices are moving to DC, new computer conversion, new grants received).

III. Minutes were approved.

IV. Report from the Chair: Kent Drummond.  Kent reported on issues discussed at the Legislative Council meeting, including:

· The purchase of the new NCA building.

· An electronic journal publishing reviews of books and articles is being created.  Judy Burgoon is spearheading the online journal, which will be up and running in a couple years.

· A survey reporting extra funding in specific subdivisions of our field will appear in Spectra

V. Report from the Vice-Chair: Christie Beck.  LSI received 40 paper submissions, 29 were accepted (73% acceptance rate).  6 panels were submitted, 5 were accepted (83% acceptance rate).  It was noted that there were numerous ethnographic submissions.  Gerry Philipsen’s contribution to the Ethnography Division was acknowledged.  Reviewers (Elizabeth Boyd, Dan Modaff, Gerry Philipsen, Glen Stamp, & Karen Tracy) were thanked.  A possible concern was expressed for the limited number of senior scholar paper submissions as the majority of submitted papers were by students.  The Top 3 Panel consisted of all students.  Tanya Stivers of UCLA was awarded the Top Student Paper Award.

VI. Report from the Vice-Chair Elect: Madeline Maxwell.  Next year’s conference theme of “Engagement” was announced.  More real life connections with organizations like MicroSoft and local Seattle hospitals as well as connections across divisions within NCA were noted as possibilities.  The number of panels (but not number of participants) will be cut by 10%, resulting in more posters, round tables, and high-density programs.  It was noted that next year papers could be put on the WEB; however, the question of publication was raised.

I. Awards Presentation.

· The Scholarly Publication Award was presented to Karen Tracy for “Colloquium Dilemmas of Academic Discourse.”

· The Dissertation Award was presented to Curt LeBaron (UT) and Sarah Parker (SUNY) (a tie).

No elections were held due to the tie last year with Madeline Maxwell and Richard Buttny for Vice-Chair

Elect (serving in successive years) and to Charlotte Jones’ term as Information Coordinator not being

completed.

IX.
New Business.

· Karen Tracy raised the issue of establishing a link between ROLSI and NCA and ICA to select the next editor.  Erlbaum is open to this.  The new editor needs to be in place by September 2001 and take over in 2003.  Karen suggested a 5 person committee (2 NCA, 2 ICA, 1 from both) to serve for 3 years with 1 person serving as chair for the next time (6 years total) to ensure continuity.  The committee needs to be in place by next NCA.  The question of appointing or electing committee members was put forth and discussed.  A motion was made to have NCA and ICA chairs select the committee.  An amendment was added to have all NCA and ICA LSI officers select the committee.  The motion passed.

· Kristine Fitch reintroduced last year’s idea of establishing a second Scholarly Publication Award.  The idea of alternating between a book length piece and an article for the award was put forth and discussed.  The option of not having an award for a particular year was noted.  The issue of considering newer “cutting-edge” publications and long-standing, influential pieces was raised and discussed.  A motion was put forth to not consider publications of 5 years or newer.  The motion was defeated.  Another motion was made to alternate the award between an “old chestnut” piece and an “other” piece (newer and/or book length) every other year.  The motion passed.  Next year’s award will be for a long-standing, influential piece.
