Formative feedback assignments due in class week 7:

1. Do a reading report on Sidnell (2011) Ch. 3: pp. 36-59. You will find the reading and a template that will explain how to do a reading report on Learn  NB: please use the reading report template to help with formatting. There are other readings on Learn each week which will give you a greater depth of understanding of the course material – do dip into these and ask questions.
2. Do the following exercise in your journal. NB: spend around 30 minutes in total. 

Study proposal:

Write a draft study proposal for your final project. It should contain the following materials, some of which you’ve already compiled for your journal exercises:

1. A description of the scene: what are you recording? What’s going on? Who is involved? What background would you have to explain to someone in order for them to understand the roles and activities of all the people involved. Is it a one-off or a repeat situation, what are the relationships between the people involved etc.? Imagine explaining it to someone who knows nothing about the situation and culture at all.

2. Which camera angles are you using/will you use?
a. What are you aiming to capture?
b. What might you miss out on?
c. What are the important objects/environmental features to cover?

3. What kinds of transcriptions do you think you’ll need?
a. Is talk the most important thing here? Will you need Jeffersonian transcripts?
b. What kind of bodily actions are involved? How might you capture them?
c. Are there types of behavior that won’t be easy to transcribe? Which ones?

4. What kinds of error detection / correction methods might you see here?
a. Are they about the joint activity/talking/moving around?
b. How might you tell when a correction is being made?
c. How might you tell when a correctable issue is being detected?
d. Who do you expect will be doing the correction?
e. [bookmark: _GoBack]What kinds of self-correction might you see?

Once you’ve answered these questions, write down your research question: what do you think you might find out about this situation by studying it in this way? What are you curious about?
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
